AN ORDINANCE OF ORANGE COUNTY, FLORIDA, 
AMENDING CHAPTER 8 (“BOATS AND WATER 6 
SAFETY”) OF THE ORANGE COUNTY CODE, 
PERTAINING TO BOATS AND WATER SAFETY; 8 
DESIGNATING IDLE SPEED, NO WAKE BOATING-
RESTRICTED AREAS IN CERTAIN PORTIONS OF BIG 10 
SAND LAKE, THE BUTLER CHAIN OF LAKES, THE 
CONWAY CHAIN OF LAKES, LAKE JESSAMINE,  JOHNS 12 
LAKE, AND LAKE PICKETT; DESIGNATING A SWIM 
AREA AND VESSEL-EXCLUSION ZONE IN A PORTION 14 
OF LAKE BUTLER; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE 
DATE. 16 
 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 327.46, Florida Statutes, Orange County has the authority 18 
to establish boating-restricted areas, including idle speed, no wake boating-restricted areas and 
vessel-exclusion zones; and 20 

 WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners finds it to be in the interest of public 
health, safety, and welfare to designate the boating-restricted areas set forth herein. 22 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF ORANGE 

COUNTY: 24 

Section 1. Amendments; In General.  Article II, Chapter 8, of the Orange County 

Code is hereby amended as set forth in Section 2 below, with additions being shown as underlined 26 

and deletions being shown as strike-throughs. 

Section 2. Amendments to Article II, Chapter 8.  Article II, Chapter 8, of the Orange 28 

County Code is amended to read as follows: 

CHAPTER 8 30 

ARTICLE II.  BOATS 

Sec. 8-26. Authority; scope. 32 
 

(a) This article is adopted pursuant to the county's home rule 34 
authority to adopt ordinances to protect the health, safety and 
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general welfare of the citizens of the county, and further, pursuant 36 
to Sections 327.46 and 327.60, Florida StatutesF.S. § 327.60. 

(b) Boats having been declared dangerous instrumentalities 38 
pursuant to F.S. § Section 327.32, Florida Statutes, the board of 
county commissioners hereby determines that the following rules 40 
and regulations are necessary in order to protect the health, safety 
and general welfare of the citizens of the county using the 42 
waterways of the county. 

(c) This article shall apply to all waterways in the 44 
unincorporated and incorporated area of the county, unless 
exempted by general or special law or preempted by municipal 46 
ordinance. 

(d) Nothing herein shall limit the authority of the board of 48 
county commissioners or mayor to issue an emergency ordinance or 
order addressing vessel operation following the occurrence of a 50 
natural, technological, or manmade emergency within the county. 

(d) This article shall not apply to boats, motorboats or skiers 52 
performing in or used in shows, exhibitions or tournaments 
operated by and at a theme park or other amusement park. The 54 
operators of the theme park or amusement park shall be responsible 
for the safe operation and equipping of all boats, motorboats and 56 
skiers at such shows, exhibitions or tournaments. 
 58 
Sec. 8-27. Definitions. 
 60 

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this 
article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, 62 
except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning. If 
any definition is inconsistent with the definition in Section 327.02, 64 
Florida Statutes, the definition in Section 327.02, Florida Statutes, 
shall take precedence: 66 

Boating-restricted area means an area of the waters of the state 
within which the operation of vessels is subject to specified 68 
restrictions or from which vessels are excluded. 

Idle speed, no wake means that a vessel must proceed at a speed 70 
no greater than that which will maintain steerageway and headway. 
At no time is any vessel required to proceed so slowly that the 72 
operator is unable to maintain control over the vessel or any other 
vessel or object that it has under tow. 74 

Boats shall mean all rafts, skiffs, dredges, canoes, dugouts, 
dinghies, rowboats, sailboats and motorboats. Sailboards are 76 
specifically excluded from this definition. 
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Motorboats shall mean any boat that is propelled or powered 78 
by any internal or external combustion engine or motor. 

Operate means to be in charge of, in command of, or in actual 80 
physical control of a vessel upon the waters of the state, to exercise 
control over or to have responsibility for a vessel’s navigation or 82 
safety while the vessel is underway upon the waters of the state, or 
to control or steer a vessel being towed by another vessel upon the 84 
waters of the state. 

Operator shall mean any person in charge of or having 86 
immediate control over a boat, whether such person is the owner 
of the boat, or a permitted or an unauthorized user of the boat.     88 
means any person in charge of, in command of, or in actual physical 
control of a vessel upon the waters of the state, exercising control 90 
over or having responsibility for a vessel’s navigation or safety 
while the vessel is underway upon the waters of the state, or 92 
controlling or steering a vessel being towed by another vessel upon 
the waters of the state. 94 

Owner means a person, other than a lienholder, having the 
property in or title to a vessel. The term includes a person entitled to 96 
the use or possession of a vessel subject to an interest in another 
person which is reserved or created by agreement and securing 98 
payment of performance of an obligation. The term does not include 
a lessee under a lease not intended as security. 100 

Person means an individual, partnership, firm, corporation, 
association, or other entity. 102 

Vessel is synonymous with boat as referenced in s. 1(b), Art. VII 
of the State Constitution and includes every description of 104 
watercraft, barge, and airboat, other than a seaplane on the water, 
used or capable of being used as a means of transportation on water. 106 

Vessel-exclusion zone means an area from which all vessels or 
certain classes of vessels are excluded. 108 

Waters of the state means any navigable waters of the United 
States within the territorial limits of the state of Florida, the marginal 110 
sea adjacent to the state of Florida and the high seas when navigated 
as a part of a journey or ride to or from the shore of the state of 112 
Florida, and all the inland lakes, rivers, and canals under the 
jurisdiction of the state of Florida. 114 

Waterway shall means any waters, lakes, canals, streams, 
lagoons or connecting waters, whether natural or manmade, 116 
partially or wholly within the boundaries of the county. 
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 118 
Sec. 8-28. Compliance with federal and state law. 
 120 

All vesselsboats operating on or about the waterways of the 
county shall comply with all applicable federal and state laws, 122 
rules and regulations. The provisions of this article are 
supplementary to such federal and state laws, rules and regulations. 124 
 
Sec. 8-29. Enforcement, Ppenaltiesy for violations. 126 
 

Violations of this article shall be punished as provided 128 
in section 1-9. 

(a) This article may be enforced by any law enforcement 130 
officer as defined in Section 943.10, Florida Statutes. 

 132 
(b) Violations of sections 8-31 and 8-32 may be 

punished as provided in Sections 327.72 through 327.74, Florida 134 
Statutes, by issuance of a uniform boating citation. 

 136 
(c) Violations of section 8-28 shall be punished as 

provided in section 1-9. 138 
 

 140 
Sec. 8-30. Exemptions. 
 142 

(a) The following vessels are exempt from the 
prohibitions contained in sections 8-31 and 8-32: 144 

 
(1) Vessels operating under emergency 146 

conditions during an emergency; 
 148 

(2) Vessels used solely for law enforcement, 
firefighting, or rescue; or 150 

 
(3) Vessels used by an employee, officer, or 152 

authorized agent of local, state, or federal government for 
ensuring compliance with local, state, or federal law or for 154 
performing other official duties. 

 156 
Minimum safety and lighting standards. 
 158 
 
(a) (i)  Generally. All boats shall carry the safety equipment 160 

required by F.S. § 327.50. Each child under the age of six (6) 
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years who is a passenger in a boat shall wear a Coast Guard 162 
approved lifesaving device at all times. 

 164 
(ii)   Each person being towed by a boat shall wear a Coast 
Guard approved Type I, II or III lifesaving device suitable for 166 
such use. The provisions of this subsection (ii) do not apply to 
a performer engaged in a professional exhibition or a person 168 
preparing to participate or participating in an official regatta, 
boat race, marine parade, tournament, or exhibition. 170 

 
(b) Class A motorboats. All Class A motorboats (those 172 
motorboats less than sixteen (16) feet in length) shall have the 
following safety and lighting equipment: 174 
 

(1) Safety equipment: 176 
 
a. (i)  One (1) wearable lifesaving device in   178 

  good and serviceable condition approved   
by the Coast Guard per each person aboard. 180 

 
(ii)  Each person being towed by a motorboat 182 
shall wear a Coast Guard approved Type I, 
II or III lifesaving device suitable for such 184 
use. The provisions of this subsection (ii). 
do not apply to a performer engaged in a 186 
professional exhibition or a person 
preparing to participate or participating in 188 
an official regatta, boat race, marine parade, 
tournament, or exhibition. 190 

 
      b.   One (1) oar or paddle. Personal watercraft 192 

are exempt from this provision. 
 194 
      c.   One (1) anchor and line in appropriate size 

and length. Personal watercraft are exempt 196 
from this provision. 

 198 
      d. One (1) Coast Guard approved or 

Underwriters' Laboratory "Marine Type," 200 
Class B, Size I fire extinguisher. This is not 
required on boats propelled by outboard 202 
motor and not carrying passengers for hire, 
if the motorboat is of open construction. 204 
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(2) Lighting requirements. Between sunset and 206 
sunrise the following lights shall be 
required: 208 

 
      a.  One (1) white light aft, such light not to be 210 

obstructed by any part of the vessel so as to 
be visible in all directions. 212 

 
b. One (1) combination red and green light on 214 

fore part of boat showing green to starboard 
(right) and red to port (left), so fixed as to 216 
show the light from dead ahead to ten (10) 
points off the beam on their respective sides. 218 
 

c. Any boat may carry and exhibit the lights 220 
required by the International Regulations for 
Preventing Collisions at Sea in lieu of the 222 
lights prescribed in this section. 

 224 
(c)  Class I Motorboats. All Class I motorboats 

(motorboats sixteen (16) feet or greater in length) shall have the 226 
following safety and lighting equipment. 
 228 

(1)   Safety equipment: 
 230 
a.  (i)  One (1) wearable lifesaving device in   

good serviceable condition, approved by the 232 
Coast Guard for each person on board and 
one (1) Coast Guard approved throwable 234 
flotation device in each boat. 

 236 
(ii) Each person being towed by a motorboat 
shall wear a Coast Guard approved Type I, 238 
II or III lifesaving device suitable for such 
use. The provisions of this subsection (ii). do 240 
not apply to a performer engaged in a 
professional exhibition or a person 242 
preparing to participate or participating in an 
official regatta, boat race, marine parade, 244 
tournament, or exhibition. 

 246 
b. One (1) Coast Guard approved or 

Underwriters' Laboratory "Marine Type," 248 
Class B, Size I fire extinguisher. This is not 
required on boats propelled by an outboard 250 
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motor and not carrying passengers for hire, 
if the motorboat is of open construction. 252 
 

c. One (1) anchor and line of appropriate size 254 
and length. 

 256 
d. One (1) hand- or power-operated whistle or 

horn capable of producing a blast of two-258 
second duration and audible for a distance of 
one-half mile. 260 
 

(2)  Lighting requirements.  Between sunset and 262 
sunrise the following lights shall be required: 

 264 
a.  One (1) white light aft, such light not to be    

obstructed by any part of the vessel so as to 266 
be visible in all directions. 

 268 
b. One (1) combination red and green light on 

fore part of boat showing green to starboard 270 
(right) and red to port (left), so fixed as to 
show the light from dead ahead to ten (10) 272 
points off the beam on their respective sides. 

 274 
c.  Any motorboat may carry and exhibit lights 

required by the International Regulations for 276 
Preventing Collisions at Sea in lieu of the 
lights prescribed in this section. 278 

 
(d)   All boats—Night light. Between sunset and sunrise 280 

every boat or motorboat shall carry a lighting device capable of 
shining a white light around the horizon (three hundred sixty (360) 282 
degrees) and shall display such light in sufficient time as to avoid 
a collision with another vessel. 284 

 
(e)  Same—Lifesaving devices. Every boat or motorboat 286 

shall be equipped with at least one (1) adequate wearable lifesaving 
device for every occupant. 288

Sec. 8-31.  Location of permitted idle speed, no wake 
boating-restricted areas; actions regulated.
