(3) Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) Only PHA - A PHA that administers more than 550 HCVs, was not designated as troubled in its most recent SEMAP

assessment, and does not own or manage public housing.

(4) Standard PHA - A PHA that owns or manages 250 or more public housing units and any number of vouchers where the total combined units exceeds 550,

and that was designated as a standard performer in the most recent PHAS and SFMAP assessments.
(5) Troubled PHA - A PHA that achieves an overall PHAS or SEMAP score of less than 60 percent.

(6) Qualified PHA - A PHA with 550 or fewer public housing dwelling units and/or housing choice vouchers combined, and is not PHAS or SEMAP troubled.

During the last fiscal year (2019), 111 applications were pulled from the Section 8 waitlist. To dale, there are 330 families on the Section 8 Waitlist.
The HOME Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program (TBRA) for elderly/disabled households has 188 households active for a 94% leased up rate.
Sixty-one (61) of sixty-four (64) VASH vouchers are active for a 93% leased up rate. We also have 8 active Tenant Protection Vouchers (TPV) and
1 pending lease up. Our Family Self Sufficiency Program has 39 active participants and 8 graduates in 2019. Orange County Housing continues to
administer a successful Homeless Continuum of Care program with over 80 active tenants. Ongoing training is provided for staff and landlords as
needed.
