On September 18, 2008, the Board of County Commissioners approved an
estimated budget for the Section 8 Voucher Program in the amount of $8,845,531
and Program Income from Other Governmental Agencies in the amount of
$5,117,206 for a total estimated budget of $13,962,737. The U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development awarded Section 8 Voucher grant in the amount
of $9,356,593. In addition, Section 8 has estimated to receive Program Income
from Other Governmental Agencies in the amount of $5,140,306 and
administration fees in the amount of $372,962 for a total program amount of
$14,869,861. This represents a total increase in the amount of $907,124.

RECOMMENDATION

Approval to award Invitation for Bids Y9-753-PH, Eastern Water Reclamation Facility
Roof Replacement, to Perry Roofing, Inc. in accordance with the reciprocal preference
provision of the Procurement Ordinance as further explained below, in the total contract
award amount of $282,000. Funding is available in account number 4420 038 1638
6310. The Utilities Engineering Division and the Business Development Division
concur with this recommendation.

PURPOSE

The project consists of the replacement of the roofs at five buildings at the Eastern
Water Reclamation Facility. These facilities are located in eastern Orange County.

DISCUSSION

The low bidder, Weiss & Woolrich Southern Enterprises, Inc., is recognized by Broward
County as a local business. Broward County's purchasing ordinance provides for a local
preference with a match option. That is when a qualified and responsive, non-local
bidder submits the lowest bid and the bid submitted by one or more local bidders is
within ten percent of the bid of the non-local lowest bidder, the low local bidders are
given the opportunity to match the bid of the non-local lowest bidder. If the low local
bidder matches the bid from the non-local lowest bidder, award shall be made to the
local bidder.

Under Orange County's reciprocal preference program, the Board has the option of
awarding solely to the low responsive and responsible bidder or it may reciprocate and
apply the same preference Broward County uses to the advantage of the lowest bidder
from Orange County, Perry Roofing Contractors, Inc. Note the following calculation:

Weiss & Woolrich Southern Enterprises, Inc.
Perry Roofing Contractors, Inc.

10% of $282,000 = $28,200

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The difference between the two bids is $22,000, which is within the ten percent
authorized by Broward County's purchasing ordinance. Therefore, if the Board's
decision is to reciprocate, Perry Roofing Contractors, Inc., must reduce their bid by
$22,000 to be awarded the contract. Should Perry Roofing Contractors, Inc. be unable
or unwilling to match the lowest bid of $282,000 request the Board approve award to the
lowest responsive responsible bidder, Weiss & Woolrich Southern Enterprises, Inc.

None of the bidders achieved the desired M/WBE participation of 25 percent. Weiss &
Woolrich Southern Enterprises, Inc., had 8% participation and Perry Roofing
Contractors, Inc. had no participation.
